Material needed

Markers/colored pencils/crayons 
Or 
Building materials (Popsicle sticks, glue, paint, other ideas students come up with) 
Procedure 
1. Break students into four groups. Each group should be assigned a type of beehive (Langstroth Hive, Top Bar Hive, Warre Hive, Horizontal Hive) 
2. Have each group create a poster board or replica of their assigned beehive. Students should also research and know the advantages and disadvantage of each. 
3. Have each group share their finding with the rest of the class. 
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
